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LAW OF UKRAINE
On Amending Certain Laws of Ukraine due to Approval of the Law of Ukraine “On Administrative Services”
 The Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine Resolves:
          I. Amend the following laws of Ukraine:

1. In Article 11 of the Law of Ukraine “On Combined Generation of Thermal Energy and Electricity (Cogeneration) and Utilisation of Waste Energy Potential” (Vydomosty of the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine, 2005, # 20, Article 278):
           In para two part two the words “central executive authority in the area of energy saving” to be replaced with the words “central executive authority that implements state policy in the areas of efficient utilization of fuel and energy resources, energy saving, renewable energy sources and alternative fuels”; 

Part two after para two to be added with paras of the following wording:

“Qualification of cogeneration unit (hereinafter referred to as the qualification) shall be carried out on a free basis following consideration of application of cogeneration unit owner or the person authorized by such owner (hereinafter referred to as the applicant) and technical information on cogeneration unit. 
The Qualification of cogeneration unit shall be evidenced by certificate on cogeneration unit qualification (hereinafter referred to as the certificate). Forms of application, certificate and technical information on cogeneration unit shall be adopted by central executive authority that formulates state policy in the areas of efficient utilization of fuel and energy resources, energy saving, renewable energy sources and alternative fuels. 

Certificate or decision on refusal to issue the certificate (justifying the grounds) should be made or sent to the applicant not later than within 30 calendar days from the day of registration of application with central executive authority that implements state policy in the areas of efficient utilization of fuel and energy resources, energy saving, renewable energy sources and alternative fuels.
The grounds for refusal to issue the certificate shall be an incompliance of qualification results with requirements established by Article 11 of this Law to qualification indicators, submission of incomplete package of documents necessary to conduct qualification and revelation of unreliable information in documents submitted by the applicant.  
Decision on refusal to issue the certificate can be appealed to central executive authority that formulates state policy in the areas of efficient utilization of fuel and energy resources, energy saving, renewable energy sources and alternative fuels, or to the court within the period not exceeding 30 calendar days from the day of receipt of decision, from central executive authority that implements state policy in the areas of efficient utilization of fuel and energy resources, energy saving, renewable energy sources and alternative fuels, on refusal to issue the certificate.                                 

    In case the certificate is lost or damaged than central executive authority that implements state policy in the areas of efficient utilization of fuel and energy resources, energy saving, renewable energy sources and alternative fuels, shall, within five working days from the day of receipt of written request from the applicant, issue the duplicate of the certificate. 
  In case the certificate is damaged the application shall be attached the unusable certificate form”.
2. In the Law of Ukraine “On Alternative Fuels” (Vydomosty of the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine, 2000, # 12, Article 94):
1) para two Article 3 after words “(including biomass)” to be added with words “and complies with physical and chemical characteristics established in regulations and technical documents to fuel”;

2) In Article 6:

Part one Article 6 to be stated in the following wording:
Certificate on belonging of fuel to alternative one (hereinafter referred to as the certificate) shall be issued by central executive authority that implements state policy in the areas of efficient utilization of fuel and energy resources, energy saving, renewable energy sources and alternative fuels, on the basis of consideration of application, expert opinion on availability of attributes of alternative fuel, fuel testing protocol as well as regulations and technical documentation to fuel submitted by fuel manufacturer (hereinafter referred to as the applicant). The certificate shall be issued on a free basis and valid within two years from the day of its issuance. 
Expert opinion on availability of attributes of alternative fuel and fuel testing protocol shall be issued to the applicants by testing laboratories, which test various fuels (solid, liquid or gaseous) and are accredited under the established procedure.                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                    

Forms of application and the certificate shall be adopted and the procedure of issuance of the certificate and requirements to adoption of regulations and technical documents to fuel shall be specified by the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine Form of expert opinion on availability of attributes of alternative fuel and procedure of expertize to confirm belonging of fuel to alternative one shall be adopted by central executive authority that formulates state policy in the areas of efficient utilization of fuel and energy resources, energy saving, renewable energy sources and alternative fuels. Form of fuel testing protocol shall be adopted by testing laboratories.  
Certificate or decision on refusal to issue the certificate (justifying the grounds) should be made or sent to the applicant not later than within 30 calendar days from the day of registration of application with central executive authority that implements state policy in the areas of efficient utilization of fuel and energy resources, energy saving, renewable energy sources and alternative fuels.
The grounds for refusal to issue the certificate shall be incompliance of fuel with characteristics established by Article 3 of this Law, submission of incomplete package of documents necessary to conduct qualification and revelation of unreliable information in documents submitted by the applicant.   
Decision on refusal to issue the certificate can be appealed to central executive authority that formulates state policy in the areas of efficient utilization of fuel and energy resources, energy saving, renewable energy sources and alternative fuels, or to the court within the period not exceeding 30 calendar days from the day of receipt of decision from central executive authority that implements state policy in the areas of efficient utilization of fuel and energy resources, energy saving, renewable energy sources and alternative fuels, on refusal to issue the certificate.                                                  
        In case the certificate is lost or damaged than central executive authority that implements state policy in the areas of efficient utilization of fuel and energy resources, energy saving, renewable energy sources and alternative fuels, shall, within five working days from the day of receipt of written request from manufacturer (producer) of alternative fuel, issue the duplicate of the certificate. 
      In case the certificate is damaged the application shall be attached the unusable certificate form”;
Part four Article 6 to be stated in the following wording:

          “Violation, by central executive authority that implements state policy in the areas of efficient utilization of fuel and energy resources, energy saving, renewable energy sources and alternative fuels, of procedure related to issuance of the procedure can be appealed in the court”.
    II. This Law shall come into force from the day following the day of its publishing. 
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
